"This trend is likely to enhance further as the residential consumption of electricity is
expected to have the highest share of increase in energy consumption over next few
decade," he added.

The two-day summit, starting Monday, has been organised by GRIHA Council that
administers green building rating system GRIHA.

Khanna pointed out that the pollution in cities is already choking lives of the next
generation and impacting sustainable growth.

"Yet, the vast potential of their roofs, fagades, and skylights remains untapped," he
rued.

"To decarbonize cities, we must go beyond adding renewables to the grid — we
must embed solar intelligence into the architecture itself. This would require
innovations across dimensions of institutions, technologies, and financing," Khanna
said.
